Hearn, a former ship captain who purchased the Clear Brook Mil (formerly the Cannon & Ross Mill) in
Seaford Hundred, Sussex County. Hearn had the house built around the time he rebuilt the grist mitl.
Hearn occupied the house until his death in 1916. The house remained with members of the Hearn family
throughout the twentieth century.
