id you ever see a television program on 

archaeology and think, "That is interesting. I 

,vonder how I could experience archaeology'?" 

Archaeology fascinates us; it can spark won­

der. delight. surprise. and reflection. Many of 

us have a natural curiosit)' about the past. We want to know more 

about it, to understand it, and even sometimes to LJ")' to experience 

the past again. Archaeology is One way to do these things. 

Archaeology has many great opportunities for you to 

become involved and fulfill your curiosity about the past. There 

are opportunities to assist in neldwork, laboratory analysis, 

preservation, and publiC interprctalion. You can also experience 

archaeology by simply visiting public archaeology sites. archaeo­

logical muse\Lms and centers, or by taking part in archaeolOgical 

conferen.ces and public lectures. 

BeFore experiencing archaeology, however. everyone should 

become familiar with archaeological ethics. Ethics form III 
foundation oFtbe arcbaeological discipline and help archaeolo­

giStS navigate the diverse and complex responsibilities they have 

toward archaeological resources. Below are brief descriptions 

oflhe Society for American Archaeology's (SAA's) Principles 

of ArchaeolOgical Ethics. for mOre information on these 

principles visit SAA's Web site at www.saa.org. 

1. Stewardship: As stewards, archaeologists should use and 

advocate the use of I he archaeological record for lite benefit of 

all people. 

2. Aeeountahility: Responsible archaeological research requires 

an acknowledgment of public accountability and a commitment 

to try to work effectively with the publiC. 

3. Non-Commercialization: Archaeologists should avoid activ­

ities that could promote the commercial value of artifacts, and 

work with others to discouragc the commercial trade of artifacu;. 

4. Public Education and Outreach: Arc.haeologisls need to 

undertake or support public education and outreach 

programs. Tbese programs should help improve the preserva­

tion, protection, and interpretation of the archaeological record. 

5· InteUectual Property: The intellectual property contained 

in lite knowledge and documentation created lItrough 

archaeological research is part of the archaeological record. and should 

follow the prinCiple of stewudship. 

6. Public Reporting and Publication: information recovered from 

the archaeological record should be made available in accessible form \0 

the interested public. 

7. Records and Preservation: Archaeologists need to work actively 1'01' 

the prese,"Vation of and acce.ss 1.0 archaeological collections. "ecords, and 

reports. 

8. Training and Resources: Archaeologists must ensure that they have 

adequate I raining, experience. facilities. and other support to conduct 

their work properly. 

HELP PRESERVE ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITES 

Although archaeological si'es provide valuable information. they are 

under a constant I h"eat of being destroyed. 

•	 Land development sometimes c.. uses the physical disturbance or 

obliteration of archaeolOgical sites around lIle world. 

•	 Looting destroys archaeological sites through cueles•. disruptive 

removal of anifacts and robs the public of the information these sites 

could provide. 

•	 Natural forces such as erosion also take their toll on archaeological 

sites. 

Proterting our fragile resources is important 

because archaeological sites: 

• provide valuable scientific information. 

• are irreplaceable. 

•	 provide us "'ith a way to learn more about our­

se!,'es and the world around us. 

•	 give communities it stronger sense of identity 

and belonging. 

•	 provide ways to learn about Ollr past, so that we 

might better prepare for the future. 

The public can help protect archaeological sites by becoming aware 

or archaeologic'd reSOurces around them and becoming site stewards. 

Man}' nllliomtl. tribal, state. and local organizalions and agencies are 

working tow,lrd the preservation of archaeological and historic 

resources.
