As the US 301 project moves to the construction phase, the project team will 
conduct periodic public Construction Information Meetings (CIMs) from the start of 
construction through the completion of construction. 

It is anticipated that there will be two CIM areas:  the North will include Section 1 
and the South will include Sections 2 and 3. 
 
The purpose of the CIMs will be to keep the public informed about the construction 
including any events that might impact the community. The CIMs will provide:

   Construction update on what has transpired since the last CIM

   Preview construction activities that will take place between the current CIM
   and the next CIM

   Notice of detours or other activities that may impact the public

   Opportunity for the public to ask questions or seek additional information

 
The CIMs will complement other public outreach initiatives, including website 
updates, press releases, etc.

The next CIM will be scheduled for February 2016.
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
